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REGULATIONS 

 

 

1. REGISTRATIONS 

Registration is open to clubs/federations that are members of IFCM and participants not affiliated to IFCM 

who wish to participate in the event. They may subscribe up to 20% of the total number of registrations and  

pay a temporary membership fee of €10 which is repaid when entering into a full membership with one of the  

IFCM clubs.  

Registrations must be made between 1/01/2025 and 28/02/2025 using the website: www.eurocc2025.eu  

Registration forms (online form) will be processed on a first-come, first-served basis, subject to availability, or by  

post to your club.  

For the EuroCC2025 : 200 vehicles minimum and 450 vehicles maximum.  

If the maximum number of participants is exceeded, the organiser will refund the full amount requested.  

Incomplete registrations and/or registrations not paid in full and/or received by the EuroCC Secretariat  

after 28/02/2025 will not be accepted.  

Registration for EuroCC 2025 is essential to attend the gala dinner.  

Following an initial confirmation of registration, participants will receive, no later than 30/04/2025, all the  

necessary information by e-mail or post (identification form, various information required for their participation).

2. PAYMENTS 

Payments should be made to your club, which will transfer grouped entries and payments to 

CAMPING CAR CLUB RHÔNE ALPES  

Registrations will be processed only after receipt of the full participation amount.  
 

 
3. CANCELLATION 
 

3.1  By the organiser :  

 In case of cancellation for sanitary reasons, lack of participants or force majeure,  

 I.F.M.C. will refund all amounts paid.  

 

3.2 By the participant; for whatever reason, the following deductions will be applied 

 Until Tot 28/02/2025 via email to the secretariat : mail@euroCC2025.eu : full refund.  

 From 01/03/2025 till 30/04/2025 : retention of 50% of the amount paid.  

 From 01/05/2025 till 21/05/2025 : retention of 75% of the amount paid.  

 After 21/05/2025 : no refund possible  

 Participants who, due to negligence, delay or default, fail to attend EuroCC2025 or are not present  

at the scheduled times for the visits, excursions or activities will not be entitled to a refund of the

4. INFORMATION :  

 Motorhomes will only be allowed to arrive at the site on Thursday 29 May 2025 from 9am to 6pm. 

 You may already be able to park your motorhome in one of the nearby car parks 

(list available on request at cccra@cccra.fr). 

 On arrival, make sure that the identification form, which you received by e-mail with your final registration,  

and place the blue IFCM  plate on the windscreen.  

 Avoid bringing a trailer. We cannot guarantee that it will be parked near your vehicle.  

 On arrival at the EuroCC 2025 site, the driver must strictly follow the instructions of the parking and zone  

stewards strictly. 

 Participants will be grouped by country of origin and club as much as possible. It is not possible to change  

between groups.  

 Arrival with full tanks (clean water) and empty tanks (grey water and cassettes): it is not possible to do these 
actions on site on the day of arrival.  Afterwards, water can be refilled or waste water or cassettes emptied on 
site without moving the vehicle. Times and procedures will be communicated to you later.  

 No electricity connection is provided. Only a few pitches with low electricity usage will be made available for  

crews with compelling health reasons (on presentation of a medical certificate). These pitches will be grouped  

in a different area to that of your club and should be mentioned at registration  

 The use of generators is prohibited between 8pm and 9am.  

 It is forbidden to light fires, barbecues, ....  

 The identification badge provided at the reception is REQUIRED and must be worn at all times on the premises, 

during movements and during visits.  

 The clubs' aperitif will only take place on Saturday 31 May 2025 starting at 7pm.  

 Pets must be leashed and their faeces collected and deposited in the containers. They are not allowed in the  

buildings or on means of transport.  

 In case of inappropriate behaviour, a reminder will be issued and, if repeated, an invitation to leave the premises 

immediately, without any refund. In case of serious misconduct, you will be asked to leave the EuroCC, this  

without possibility of protest.  

 Despite safety measures for parking vehicles, participants must follow the organisers' instructions. Each participant 

is responsible for any behaviour that may cause damage to third parties.  

 The organisers accept no liability for theft, damage or accidents of any kind that may occur on the EuroCC  

premises or during activities, trips or visits.  

 By registrating, you give us permission to use your data exclusively for the organisation of the EuroCC, in 

accordance with the General Data Protection Regulation.  

 Each participant is obliged to comply with the sanitary measures in vigour in the territory of the host country.  

 
 

Participation in the 45th EuroCC constitutes acceptance of these rules and French law.  
 
The IFCM and the CCCRA, co-organisers of this event, are not service providers.  

All work is carried out by volunteers, and managed ‘like a good housekeeper’.
